Review of Minutes- Approved Unanimously 

Old Business
1. A recommendation from CAP to count grades from study abroad programs into a student’s GPA was returned to CAP. The Steering Committee pointed out that there are vast differences in grading systems in foreign universities and asked CAP to reconsider the policy on graduating with honors in regard to how many resident credits from TCNJ are required.  
New Business
1.  A draft charge to CAP concerning approval of program and curricular changes was approved with revisions. The revised charge states that such a process should sustain and enrich TCNJ’s culture of assessment. Additionally, CAP is asked to devise a procedure to determine and address any effects of curricular or course changes on other departmental or school programs. The amended charge asks CAP to include a brief summary of outreach efforts and the main points presented in their testimony. 
2.  A draft charge to CFA concerning five-year review of tenured faculty and librarians was approved with revisions to include language from the AFT contract and to correct a minor typo.
