Old Business:

1. A report on SOSA review was received in May from the Committee on Faculty Affairs.  It was sent on to the provost in June and has been accepted.  
2. A recommendation for graduate program closure in the School of Culture and Society was received from the Committee on Academic Programs in May.  CAP voted to close the Masters in Applied Spanish program, but not to close the Masters in English program.  Steering accepted CAP’s recommendation and forwarded it in June to the provost who accepted it. 
3. The Steering Committee was informed of the BOT adopting of a new Involuntary Health or Safety Withdrawal Policy which is now in place.
New Business:
1. CSCC has begun revision of the Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy.  Steering will put this on the 2008-2009 Status of Issues as step 2.
