Course Goals

The School of Business requires that upon graduation students should be able to “analyze the environment in which an organization operates”:
The environment plays a significant role in determining the parameters of managerial behavior and the performance of an organization. Students must understand how these environmental factors work, why they are important, and how managers attempt to influence them.

A. Identify the key cultural, economic, global, legal, political, regulatory, social, and technological factors in an organization’s environment and analyze their effects on its performance.

B. Recognize the individual’s and the organization’s ethical responsibilities to stakeholders. 

C. Act ethically and conduct themselves in a morally responsible manner.

D. Appreciate the organization’s responsibilities to support cultural, ethnic, and gender diversity.

This course is designed to meet these objectives, with particular emphasis on (A) - (C). The purpose of this course is to introduce students to:

 legal reasoning and analysis

 the ethical obligations of corporations

 the laws affecting businesses

 policy implications of business regulation

Essential Questions

Students will focus on four questions during this class:

1. Why does the government regulate certain activities?

2. Who are the actors involved in governmental policy-making and what power base are they operating from?

3. How is governmental regulation enforced?

4. To what extent do laws and judicial opinions interpreting laws reflect the policy underlying governmental regulation?

The entire course revolves around these four questions.

Course Objectives

This course will focus on regulation of corporations by the government, through legislation, administrative rule-making, and common law. We will examine the various players in the regulatory scheme and evaluate their motives, loyalties, and sources of power. We will analyze current public policy issues relating to corporations and their stakeholders. The purpose of this course is to introduce you to the legal environment of business, give you the analytical and research tools to analyze laws and policies that affect businesses, and help you evaluate whether the goals of law and regulation have been met.

You will learn the basic concepts and skills required to: 

1. Prepare a basic case brief for a business law case.

2. Understand the structure of the American court system, the basic procedures involved in litigation, and separation of powers.

3. Identify corporate stakeholders and describe how corporate conduct affects these stakeholders.

4. Recognize the legal and public policy issues involved in corporate governance and conduct. 

5. Research areas of law and public policy through LEXIS and other search engines.

6. Analyze current public policy issues.

7. Write persuasively and objectively.

Course Philosophy

This course is built on the following principles:


1.
Analytical skills are best learned by doing.


2.
Analytical skills must be honed through practice.


3.
Students learn best in an atmosphere in which they can experiment and try new skills without unnecessary anxiety.


4.
Analytical skills are best presented in building blocks which allow the student to build upon prior skills and concepts.


5.
The role of the professor is to guide the student through the process of developing effective analytical skills.




6.
Students must initiate their own learning; students have the need and the capacity to assume responsibility for their own continuing learning.



7.
To become effective workers, students must learn to accept gentle criticism and must learn to self‑evaluate and assess their weaknesses and strengths.


8.
College is a holistic experience: it changes the behavior, attitudes, and personality of many students.




9.
Students have different learning styles and it is the responsibility of the professor to present materials in different ways to accommodate their learning styles.


10.
In order to become effective workers, students must learn to meet and deal with competing deadlines without compromising the quality of their work to an unacceptable level.

The primary text for this course is Post, Lawrence & Weber, Business & Society: Corporate Strategy, Public Policy, Ethics (2002). It provides material to help you to (1) understand the basic concepts underlying law and public policy and (2) identify corporate stakeholders and define their interests, and (3) develop a corporate response to stakeholder concerns.   A second book, Barnet & Bedau, Current Issues and Enduring Questions: A Guide to Critical Thinking and Argument, with Readings (2002) will help you to (1) develop the critical thinking tools that you will use to analyze public policy issues that affect corporations, (2) develop a public policy argument and provide support for it, and (3) write persuasively. The final two books are short contemporary books that will reinforce the essential questions raised in class. The first book, Steven Waldman, The Bill: How Legislation Really Becomes Law: A Case Study of The National Service Bill (1995), will assist you in (1) identifying stakeholders, (2) determining stakeholder needs and interests, (3) assessing stakeholder power, and (4) learning the legislative process. The culminating book is Duff Wilson, Fateful Harvest (2002), which explores whether legislation achieves intended goals.

In order to participate fully in classroom activities and benefit from lectures, every student should read the assigned material before the scheduled class. You are responsible for understanding all the concepts and applications contained in the text, even if we have not discussed them in class. At the same time, I do not want you to memorize the countless facts contained in the text. Our emphasis will be on the concepts and their applications. 

To be successful in a business career, you must know about important trends, organizations, and people in the business environment as well as the wider society. You can only gain this knowledge by following developments on an ongoing basis. Not only will this help you in this course, but it will give you the basic facts necessary to perform well in other classes, in job interviews, and in every other setting. Real-world articles provide an opportunity to apply these concepts to real-world business law issues -- both officers and directors as they satisfy their legal duties and stakeholders and public policy makers as they attempt to influence legislation. I expect you to read the newspaper of your choice every day. The Wall Street Journal and The New York Times are particularly recommended.

Class participation: includes participation in class discussion and on SOCs. 

Participation is a very important part of this course. Aside from attending class on a regular basis, there are a number of ways that you can participate: (1) be prepared when I call on you in class (2) contribute to in-class discussions—information, analysis of legal issues, and synthesis of others’ information and analyses, (3) present insights on corporate governance and the American legal system that you have gleaned from your outside reading to the class, and (4) contribute to the B & S Index (discussed later). The last way may be an attractive supplement for those who are shy about participating in classroom discussions. 

It is important to remember that your participation grade is based on participation, not just attendance. It is not enough to attend class and follow the day’s activities. To earn a participation grade of B or better, you must make significant contributions to classroom discussions, on an ongoing basis, that show that you grasp the key concepts and can apply them to real-world business law issues. If however, you infrequently attend class, it is impossible to earn a good participation grade.

Class presentation: The issues we expect to address this term include:

1)  Corporate Abuses

2)  Immigrants and National Security

3)  Human Cloning

4)  SUVs and Safety
5)  Social Security Privatization

6)  Water Privatization

7)  Medical Malpractice in New Jersey
8)  Nike Free Speech

You will be each assigned a group, hopefully, based on your interest in the subject. 

The class presentation is a group presentation of about one hour long. Each person in the group must participate equally in the presentation. The presentation should be designed to (1) provide an overview of the subject to the class; (2) present the views of different stakeholders; and (3) include a case study for in-depth class discussion and analysis. Be as creative, interesting, dynamic, engaging, and accurate as possible. 

Your group is responsible for preparing class materials including readings and a case study. These must be distributed through SOCS no later than the class immediately preceding your presentation. Please e-mail the class to advise them that reading assignments have been posted.

There is no particular format for the presentation. It can be in person or on video. Here’s a sample agenda for a class presentation:

1.  Fake news clip of Congressional testimony framing the issues and identifying stakeholder interests (7 minutes)

2.  Interview of author of leading book or article on the subject (5 minutes)

3.  Case study with class discussion (18 minutes)

4.  Film excerpt (2 minutes)

5.  Point-counterpoint (5 minutes)

6.  Andy Rooney-type closing opinion (2 minutes)

In each group, students will have the option of supplementing their group grade with a supplemental presentation. The purpose of the supplemental presentation (not to exceed 5 minutes) is to increase your group grade if you do not believe that your classmates have met your high standards. You may do the supplemental presentation alone or with group members. The group members who participate in the supplemental presentation will receive the group grade plus the supplemental presentation grade as an extra credit grade. The remaining, non-participating group members will be graded only on the group presentation. Supplemental presentations are not encouraged. Instead, students are expected to carry their weight in the group and do their best work. The supplemental presentation is designed to protect individual group members from the sub-par work or non-participation of their group members.

Any student who does not pull his or her weight on the group project will receive an F for the class presentation and the research paper.

Book report: on a book related to your research topic

The book report will be on a book of your choice which relates to your group topic. (discussed below). If there are no relevant books on your topic, the report can be on a lengthy article (90+ pages). The book report will be in the form of a memo to me, as your boss. You will provide (1) the stakeholder perspective of the author in one or two paragraphs, (2) a general overview of the book in 2 - 3 paragraphs so I can decide whether to read this book, (3) an in-depth analysis of  three issues that I might choose to discuss in a radio interview with the author ( 2 - 3 paragraphs per issues.)  Book report should be 5 pages. Each group member should pick a different book from a different stakeholder perspective.
 If the book is a series of essays or contains material on topics other than your chosen topic, you can skim through the book and find the relevant portion. HOWEVER, you must actively and carefully read at least 90 pages. 

Make sure that you attribute your sources and use quotes where necessary. Anyone caught plagiarizing will receive an F for the course.  For further information on avoiding plagiarism, see CIEQ 229 - 31.

Editorial: persuasive writing assignment; may be revised for higher grade. Write an editorial on your group topic from a stakeholder view. Each group member should represent a different stakeholder.
Editorial must be presented in the traditional format. Samples will be available on SOCS. Length should be 2 – 3 pages.

Editorial will be evaluated based on the following:

A
Publishable as is or with light editing. No or little grammar errors. Shows mastery of supporting facts, judgement, logical flow to argument, proper style, bright writing, clearly expressed opinion. Includes tight writing and tight reasoning. An unusually thorough, and elegant theory or explanation; fully supported, verified, and justified; deep and broad; persuasive and compelling. 

B
Handled assignment fairly well. Lead needs strengthening; lead needs to get to the point. Novel thinking displayed; may lack completeness in argument or need some additional supporting material. Needs better organization of argument. Copy needs some tightening. Several grammar errors, generalized statement of the issue and impact of the proposed action.

C
Organizational and editing problems. Contains inaccuracies or lacks sufficient, appropriate supporting facts. Weak, muddy, poorly organized argument. Weak lead. Argument needs strengthening. Overall weakness in clarity of expression: wordiness, cluttered, awkward wording, poor syntax, or poor word choice. More supporting facts needed. Many grammatical errors. Needs major rewrite. Opinion delayed too long. Non-persuasive; somewhat appropriate statement of issue and assessment of impact, but too broad.

D
A poor editorial that demonstrates only minimal ability to acquire, organize, and present facts and opinion. Needs complete rewrite and shows carelessness in editing and proofreading. An incomplete analysis; limited support/argument/evidence or sweeping generalizations. There is a theory, but one with limited testing and evidence; treats all facts as equal; paraphrases other people’s ideas.

F
An unacceptable editorial; failure to complete assignment; contains errors of fact;  contains plagiarism; is late. A superficial account; more descriptive than analytical; a fragmentary or account of the facts; a black and white account; less theory than an unexamined hunch; non-persuasive; quotes and relies too heavily on other people’s ideas

Congressional Testimony: persuasive writing assignment on proposed regulations.
You will draft congressional testimony for legislation on your group project issue. As a group, you should pick one proposed bill to testify about. Do not analyze the whole bill. Pick one or two provisions that you want to address, either because you strongly support it, or you strongly disagree with it. The testimony is a speech that you would read aloud at a congressional hearing. Sample congressional testimonies are available on SOCS. Congressional testimony should be 5 pages.

15. Do you use transitions between paragraphs so that the reader can easily follow your thoughts?

16. Are your arguments persuasive? 

17. Is your conclusion strong and does it summarize your position?

18. Do you thank the audience?

19. Is your testimony organized and easy to follow? Do you use headings, where appropriate?

20. Are all quotes properly attributed?

21. Are there spelling or grammatical errors?

22. Did you use 12 point font New Times Roman?

23. Is your testimony approximately 5 double spaced typed pages?

24. When you reread the testimony, are there any sentences you don’t understand? Remember, if your thoughts are muddled, the reader will not understand your arguments.

Congressional Testimony will be evaluated based on the following:

A
Needs light editing. No or little grammar errors. Shows mastery of supporting facts, judgement, logical flow to argument, proper style, bright writing, clearly expressed opinion. Includes tight writing and tight reasoning. An unusually thorough, persuasive analysis; fully supported, verified, and justified; deep and broad; persuasive and compelling. 

B
Handled assignment fairly well. Lead needs strengthening; lead needs to get to the point. Novel thinking displayed; may lack completeness in argument or need some additional supporting material. Needs better organization of argument. Copy needs some tightening. Several grammar errors, generalized statement of the issue and impact of the proposed action.

C
Organizational and editing problems. Contains inaccuracies or lacks sufficient, appropriate supporting facts. Weak, muddy, poorly organized argument. Weak lead. Argument needs strengthening. Research paper: on your group policy issue and related legislation.
Final paper: The final paper will be in the form of a white paper written so that I can intelligently discuss the issue. The format is the same as the format in the Barnet & Bedau book on pages 260 - 276; however, you do not need to do a table of contents. Final paper should be 10 pages. Final papers may be done as a group, but only if each student contributes equally to the research and writing of the final paper.

The research paper must follow the format discussed in CIEQ Chapter 6, pages 260 – 276 (without the Table of Contents). Length is 10 pages. It may be done as a group, but only if each student contributes equally to the research and writing. On the front page, list the authors and their contributions.

For each group paper, students will have the option of supplementing their group grade with a supplemental presentation. The purpose of the supplemental presentation (not to exceed 3 pages) is to increase your group grade if you do not believe that your classmates have met your high standards. You may do the supplemental paper alone or with group members. The group members who participate in the supplemental paper will receive the group grade plus the supplemental paper grade as an extra credit grade. The remaining, non-participating group members will be graded only on the group paper. Supplemental papers are not encouraged. Instead, students are expected to carry their weight in the group and do their best work. The supplemental paper is designed to protect individual group members from the unexpected sub-par work or non-participation of their group members.

10. Do you limit the number of issues that you are discussing to one or two so that you have space to discuss the issues in depth?

11. Do you analogize other similar cases or situations, where appropriate?
12. Is your evidence/support from credible and recent sources?

13. Do you document your sources at the end of the testimony in a Works Cited section?

14. Are your facts correct and up-to-date? 

15. Is your research complete? Have you missed some important studies, articles, or reports?

16. Do you adequately address the issue from all perspectives without giving your opinion? (You can objectively assess the strengths and weaknesses of stakeholder arguments and predict the impact of the legislation on the stakeholders. Informed prediction is not the same as opinion. In other words, you can say that Social Security privatization will harm African-Americans, if all of the evidence points to this conclusion. You can raise African Americans as a stakeholder that I should care about. However, you can’t tell me that I should vote against privatization because African Americans have been oppressed for so long. Objective writing is neutral and predictions are based on objective facts. It is not emotionally charged, biased, or opinionated. You must carefully consider the concerns of all stakeholders and the potential impact of the proposed legislation on those stakeholders. In sum, I care what you think if it’s objective, neutral and soundly supported with credible evidence. I do not care about your uninformed or emotionally charged opinion.

17. In the conclusion, do you summarize the strengths and weaknesses of the legislation from the stakeholders’ perspectives, and make an objective recommendation? (I.e. privatization will harm more important stakeholders than it will help. Or, privatization is a sensible approach to avoiding a depletion of the Social Security Trust.)

18. Do you give me enough information and evidence so that I can read your paper and make a well informed and reasonable decision on how to vote for the pending legislation?

19. Does every sentence in the paper directly relate to the issue being discussed?

20. Do you use transitions between paragraphs so that the reader can easily follow your thoughts?

21. Is your analysis objective and strong? 

22. Is your paper organized and easy to follow? Do you use headings, where appropriate?

23. Are all quotes properly attributed?

24. Are there spelling or grammatical errors?

25. Did you use 12 point font New Times Roman?

26. Is your paper approximately 10 double spaced typed pages?

27. When you reread the paper, are there any sentences you don’t understand? Remember, if your thoughts are muddled, the reader will not understand your arguments.

28. Do you use appropriate terminology and do you define terms, as appropriate?

Research paper will be evaluated on:

An unusually thorough analysis of the issue, stakeholders’ views, and impact of the proposed legislation on stakeholders; fully supported; persuasive and compelling; clear and concise statement of the issue and impact of proposed legislation; makes appropriate and novel policy arguments. A powerful and illuminating analysis of the importance/ meaning/ significance of reasoning and policy; sees deeply and incisively effect of different analyses; effectively critiques and encompasses other plausible interpretations.

An solid analysis of the issue, stakeholders’ views, and impact of the proposed legislation on stakeholders; well supported by argument and evidence; novel thinking displayed; generalized statement of the issue and impact of the proposed action; makes appropriate policy arguments; a nuanced analysis of the importance/ meaning/significance of reasoning and policy; insightful; provides a context; sees subtle differences and levels in diverse analyses; a revealing and coordinated critical view; makes own view more plausible by considering the plausibility of other perspectives; makes apt criticisms, discriminations, and qualifications.

Self-evaluation: Self-evaluation of your work during the semester.The self-evaluation should be three pages. The purpose of the self-evaluation is to reflect on how you could have improved your class participation and work. It should be honest, revealing, and should recognize your weaknesses and prejudices. A paper that essentially says, “I am wonderful and a model student” will receive an F.  Everyone has room for improvement. Assess your strengths and weaknesses and your interactions with the class and your classmates. The format is: (1) A one-paragraph assessment of how you did in class, (2) A discussion of how you could have improved and what you would do differently next time (1 page), and (3) A discussion of what you learned about yourself and how you will deal with this new self-knowledge (1.5  page). If you have weaknesses that you do not address, you will receive an F.

Guidelines for Weekly and Graded Assignments

All assignments for this class should include:

1. be well organized, clear, and contain no spelling or grammatical errors.

2. integrate the concepts discussed in class, and apply them to the weekly assignment (i.e. define terms, apply them to new facts, and evaluate the legal and policy issues involved.)

3. contain your informed and well-supported opinion on the subject being addressed.

4. discuss the implications of the issue for corporate and public policy makers.

5. where appropriate, offer suggestions as to what additional information you might want to have in order to better evaluate the subject being addressed.

6. be typed in 12-point font, New Times Roman.

On average, a weekly assignment will be three double spaced pages. Sometimes, the topic will warrant a longer or shorter entry.  I will evaluate your paper on (1) selection of a relevant subject (unless the subject is assigned), (2) your application of readings and research  to your analysis, and (3) the clarity and persuasiveness of your argument.

The ability to make a coherent, persuasive argument in a clear and concise written form is a necessary business skill, so I will consider the way you present your argument as well as content. I expect logical organization and clear, concise use of the English language. 

Most assignments will be graded during the semester. Others, however, will be selected at random at the end of the semester. Please keep copies of all of your weekly assignments, including the graded ones. 

Late Papers

All written papers, except the final paper, must be delivered to me via SOCS before the deadline. Late papers will be penalized as follows:

More than 5 minutes late, but less than an hour late: reduced by 1 letter grade (i.e. an A paper becomes a B+)

Delivered by 9 a.m. the next day: reduced by 2 letter grades (i.e. an A paper becomes a B paper)

Delivered later than 9 a.m. the next day reduced by 3 letter grades (i.e. an A paper becomes a C paper).
