Properties can include size, shape, color, texture and luster

All matter occupies space and has mass

Two measures of physical properties of matter are volume and weight

The smallest piece of matter that still has the properties of that type of matter is an atom.

Matter exists in three physical states

Matter can be transformed from one state to another

The arrangement and movement of atoms determines its state

Force is a push or pull that can be measured.

Weight is a measurement of the force of gravity.

Friction is a force that works against movement.

A simple machine is a tool used to make work easier

The six types of simple machines

Compound machines are made up of two or more simple machines
· Define energy

· Demonstrate the effects of force upon an object

· Identify what gravity is: examine effect of gravity on an object’s mass

· Identify what friction is

· Experiment to determine the effects of friction on objects

· Based on experimentation, agree work becomes easier with  machines

Ecology is the study of the relationship of plants and animals to their environment

Our world is made up of living and non-living things

An ecosystem is a system in which all the living things in a community interact with each other and the place where they live

Organisms depend on the living and non-living things around them

Ecosystems contain populations that make up communities

Habitats provide living things with all its survival needs

When habitats change, the entire ecosystems change

Ecosystems are made up of food chains and food webs

Energy flows through producers, consumers and decomposers

Populations avoid competition to survive
The niche is an organism’s job or role in the ecosystem
