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Interstate Reciprocity for Educators
Most states accept a signed institutional document confirming that a candidate has completed a “traditional, approved, accredited program of teacher preparation” at the institution.  All TCNJ programs leading to certification meet this standard.

NASDTEC Interstate Agreement
Nearly all 50 states and the District of Columbia have signed the NASDTEC Interstate Agreement giving teachers who are certified in other member states eligibility for certification in their state; however, not all states have signed all tenets of the agreement. Transitional Certificates

State policy data collected and analyzed for this study indicate that 39 states use a transitional certificate to help facilitate the licensure process for teachers who hold a license in another state. Transitional certificates are valid for one, two, three, or five years, depending upon the state.

Teaching areas with most notable differences among states in licensure policies are: special education, early childhood, middle school, and English as a Second Language.
