Transfer students who have a course from another institution approved to count for ECE 201 MUST double check with the Psychology Department as only courses with a Lifespan component may count in place of PSY 220. 


· RAL 222 and ECE 201 must be taken together.

· MTT 202 and MST 202 must be taken together. 

· The above courses are prerequisites to ECE 301.

· It is recommended that ECE 301 be taken with RAL 222 and SOM 203.  In the event that this prevents the student from completing the major courses, flexibility in scheduling these courses is recommended.

· Students are encouraged to take courses during the May or summer semester.

· The information literacy goal is met through a college-wide experience.
