· ECE 301 should be taken with RAL 322 and SOM 203.  If it prevents the student from completing the major courses, we recommend flexibility in scheduling.

· Student Teaching and ECE 498 Capstone should be taken in the fall semester.

· Students are encouraged to take courses during the May or summer semester. Two possible courses that might be offered in the summer are WGS 325 Feminist Theory and a WGS History Elective.
· The information literacy goal is met through a college-wide experience.

· Students are encouraged to use the free electives in this program to obtain additional specializations.  Two more courses in mathematics will qualify the student to apply for a mathematics specialization in NJ.  Two more courses in science will qualify the student to apply for a science specialization in NJ.
