Please note: Sociology major core courses SOC 301, 302, and SOC 499 can be taken only at TCNJ and are not offered in the summer.  Students must take 4 Sociology options, 3 of which must be 300 level or above, BEFORE enrolling in SOC 499.


· RAL 221 and ELE 201 must be taken together.

· MTT 202 and MST 202 must be taken together. 

· The above courses are prerequisites to ELE 301.

· It is recommended that ELE 301 be taken with RAL 321 and SOM 203.  In the event that this prevents the student from completing the major courses, flexibility in scheduling these courses is recommended.

· Students are encouraged to take courses during the May or summer semester.

· The information literacy goal is met through a college-wide experience.
