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Club Sports Code of Conduct/Ethics*
The College of New Jersey (TCNJ) Athletics Program, including Intramurals and Club Sports, is visible throughout the Northeast community and beyond.  Those students who participate in its intercollegiate athletics programs represent The College of New Jersey both locally and nationally through their endeavors.  To represent The College of New Jersey is an honor and student-athletes selected for this prestigious privilege have special responsibilities and an obligation to uphold the level of moral and ethical standards expected within the college community.

TCNJ student-athletes must bear responsibility to act in accordance with local, state and federal laws. They may be subject to disciplinary action by the appropriate College authorities for the following actions of personal misconduct in connection with a TCNJ athletic activity or representation:

1.
Lewd or Indecent conduct, or obscene conduct or obscene expression as 
defined by law.

2.
Disorderly conduct, which interferes with teaching, research, 
administration, or other TCNJ authorized activities.

3.
Unauthorized entry or use of TCNJ athletic facilities or vehicles.

4.
Unauthorized possession of TCNJ property or unauthorized taking of the 
property or services of others.
5.
While a member of any TCNJ team which competes on an intercollegiate 
level, and traveling on College business, possession or display of any 
firearm; and/or intentional possession of a dangerous article or substance 
as a potential weapon, and/or any article or explosives calculated to injure 
any person.

6.
Acting with violence; and aiding, encouraging or participating in a riot.

7.
Physical or sexual abuse of any person, or conduct which threatens or 
endangers the health or safety of another person.

8.
Verbal abuse that involves an expressed or implied threat to interfere 
unlawfully with an individual’s personal safety, or personally abusive 
language inherently likely to provoke a violent reaction in a face-to-face 
situation (i.e. racial slurs).

9.
Use, distribution, or possession of alcoholic beverages while a member of 
an official traveling party of a TCNJ team competing at an intercollegiate 
event.
10. 
The use of inappropriate or foul language or the posting of inappropriate 
pictures depicting lewd, indecent, obscene or illegal behavior on team 
websites which are accessible to the general public.

11.
Violations of other published regulations, policies or rules issued by The 
College of New Jersey.

As student-athletes at The College of New Jersey, and as members of the ___________________________sport club team, we acknowledge our responsibility, both individually and corporately as a team, to adhere to the “Code of Conduct/Ethics” above.  We understand that any student-athletes, or group thereof, found in violation of this Code may be subject to disciplinary or corrective action as determined at the sole discretion the Program Director of Intramurals and Recreation Services.
Additionally, we hereby authorize the Registrar of the College of New Jersey to release individual personal information, including but not limited to grades, major and minor of study, class ranking, GPA,  or current and past course loads, as needed, to appropriate authorities for approval of eligibility to participate in state, regional, and national tournaments, as well as regular league play.
