Study Abroad



How to Apply

Applying to study abroad/off -campus at TCNJ is a two -tier

process:

1. First, students must be approved by TCNJ to study abroad/off -

campus.  TCNJ considers GPA, overall maturity, health, etc.

2. Once accepted by TCNJ, TCNJ will submit the application to the 

program provider/host university on behalf of the student.

Eligibility:

Å Full -time matriculated TCNJ student.

Å Minimum GPA of 2.5 (take note that some programs require a higher GPA).

Å Student must have been enrolled for credit at least 2 consecutive semesters 

immediately prior to the semester/year abroad.
