Lesson 10: Quatrain

Students will be able to:
· Distinguish between rhyme schemes by listening to songs and other forms of poetry that rhyme.
· Compose a quatrain using rhyming words developed by the group rhyming competition the day before.

Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· Song
Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation- Think, Pair, Share (10 min)
· Play song
· Students must follow along with the lyrics and identify the rhyme scheme and 2 possible uses of figurative language.

· Pair with ONE other person, and share their answers. 

· Ask for one pair to volunteer their answers.
· Distribute list of rhyming words as a notebook page.
· Writing a Quatrain:

· Working independently, students must use the words on notebook page to create their own quatrain. Topics can be their own, or they can draw from a list previously compiled.
Questions: 
· What are the four types of rhyme schemes?
· What are some examples of figurative language.

· How is rhyme effectively used to convey emotion?
· What are some possible topics for poetry?
