Lesson 1: Haiku

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Identify the characteristics and form of haiku by taking notes on the form of haiku and viewing examples of different kinds of haikus.

· Analyze the effectiveness of certain words and stylistic phrases within the haiku by discussing one or more example haiku poems.
· Compile a list of possible haiku topics on the blackboard.
Materials:

· Transparency of haiku characteristics
Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language
· Haiku handout

Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· Pass out first haiku example and model analysis (I point out specific characteristics that I like/dislike from the haiku, certain phrases that hit home). Invite discussion.

· Place haiku characteristics transparency on the overhead and instruct students to copy information down as a notebook page.
· Distribute 2nd example of haiku: 
· Ask students to brainstorm a list of possible haiku topics, write on board and copy in their notebooks.

· If time: tell students to pick a haiku topic from the board, and begin writing one.

Questions: 
· What is the form of haiku poetry?

· What are some stylistic elements that you can employ while writing haikus?

· What are some possible topics for haikus?
