Lesson 2: Haiku

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Identify the main form and characteristics of haiku poetry by viewing and discussing a number of sample haiku poems.
· Create their own haiku using sample topics brainstormed by the class and modeling after one of the example haikus.
· Critique their peers’ haiku poems in groups.

Materials:

Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· Third haiku example

Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· Pass out third haiku example and discuss elements (I point out specific characteristics that I like/dislike from the haiku, certain phrases that hit home). Invite discussion.
· Finish haiku from yesterday.

· Form groups of 3 or 4 and share haikus within the group. Analyze each other’s haikus, discussing what they like/dislike about it, certain phrases that hit home, etc). 

· (If time) Groups pick one poem to share with the entire class.

Questions: 
· How many lines does a haiku have?
· How many syllables are in each line?

· What subject are haikus usually about?

· What are some possible haiku topics?
