Lesson 4: Cinquain

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Recognize the form and characteristics of cinquain poetry by viewing and discussing sample cinquain poems.
· Differentiate between haiku and cinquain poetry through class discussion.
· Classify words by part of speech and syllables by completing a graphic organizer.

· Choose the most powerful words to use in the cinquain.

· Compose their own cinquain poem using a graphic organizer. 

Materials:

· Transparency
· Markers

· Overhead projector

· Blackboard, chalk

· Cinquain poem graphic organizer

Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· Homework check
Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· One by one, ask students for the topics they came up with for homework. Write their topics on the board. 
· Pass out example of the cinquain. Discuss how the poet used figurative language to convey meaning.

· Pass out my example of the cinquain.

· Put graphic organizer on the overhead and model how I used the graphic organizer to write my cinquain.

· Students write their own cinquain: In pairs, or individually, students use the graphic organizer to write their own cinquain poem. When they are done, they use their partner to edit their poem.

Questions: 
· What is the form of the cinquain?
· What are some possible topics for cinquain poetry?
