Lesson 5: Diamante

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Identify the form and characteristics of haiku, cinquain and the diamante through class discussion.
· Develop possible topics for a diamante poem by brainstorming on the board.
· Produce a diamante poem as a class, using one of the topics developed together.  

Materials:

· Transparency
· Markers

· Overhead projector

· Blackboard, chalk
Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· First diamante example
Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· Put the first diamante example on the overhead. Students then brainstorm characteristics of the diamante on the board.  
· Put notebook page on the overhead for students to copy. 
· In groups of 4 or 5, brainstorm 2 possible topics for the diamante. Once done, each group shares their topics and I write it on the board.

· Using one of the topics, create a diamante together on the board (students copy in notebook).

Questions: 
· What is the form of the cinquain? The haiku? The diamante?
· What are some possible stylistic devices to use in the diamante?
· What are some possible subjects for a diamante?
