Lesson 6: Diamante

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Identify the form and characteristics of haiku, cinquain and the diamante through class discussion.
· Construct a diamante in groups, explaining why they chose certain words.
· Choose a subject for a diamante using a list of possible topics that they have already compiled.

Materials:

· Blackboard 
· Chalk
· Overhead projector and transparencies

· Diamante graphic organizer

· Possible topic handout (Notebook page)

Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· Collect cinquain
Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· Collect cinquain

· Put sample diamantes on the overhead.

· Discuss poet’s choice of topic and words and how they affect the tone. 

· Analyze poet’s opinion or preference toward one of the subjects.
· Group work:

· Students form group of 4 or 5.

· Each receives a diamante graphic organizer.

· Using the graphic organizer, students must work together to fill in the diamante. 

· When groups are done, each group shares their completed diamante to the class. 

· Pass out possible topics page (Notebook page)

· Each student receives a second copy of the diamante graphic organizer- they must complete the sheet, choosing another topic, individually.

Questions: 
· What is the form of the cinquain? The haiku? The diamante?
· What are some possible stylistic devices to use in the diamante?
· What are some possible subjects for a diamante?

· What did you find difficult in completing the diamante as a group?

· What did you find easy about completing the diamante as a group?
