Lesson 7: Diamante

Behavioral Objectives:


Students will be able to:
· Identify the form and characteristics of haiku, cinquain and the diamante through class discussion.
· Generate their own diamante individually by using a graphic organizer already completed. 
· Critique a classmate’s diamante by pairing up and peer editing.
Materials:

· Blackboard 
· Chalk
· Overhead projector

· My own diamante and graphic organizer sheet on a transparency.

Motivation:

· Daily Oral Language

· Modeling: how to write a diamante
Instruction/Activities/Technology:
· Motivation (5 min)
· Put the transparency of my own diamante on the overhead. Allow students to read it.

· Put the transparency of my graphic organizer on the overhead. Explain how I used the graphic organizer to create the diamante. 

· Group Collaborative Learning

· Students continue the group work they were doing yesterday. I gave the students each a topic, and assigned roles to each  member (Speaker, Writer, Time/Task keeper and Word Wizard (uses thesaurus to find words)). Finish writing their collaborative diamante, and read aloud in front of the room.

· Individual writing
· Students individually make a rough draft of their diamante, using the graphic organizer as an outline.

· Students who have finished their rough draft are to pair up with ONE person and read/peer edit each other’s rough drafts.
Questions: 
· What is the form of the cinquain? The haiku? The diamante?
· What are some possible stylistic devices to use in the diamante?
· How can you use a graphic organizer as an outline for a piece of writing?

· How can you effectively peer edit another’s piece of writing?

· All handouts will be according to COLA standards and have three holes punched in order to easily be put into a binder.
