· Put two examples of intros, two of conclusions. Ask which ones the students like better and why.

· Distribute graphic organizer for introductions.

· Put graphic organizer of introductions, go through each element and discuss why the one is better.

· Distribute how to begin and end essays handout.

· Go over quickly- provide examples (10 min).

· Be sure to talk about topic sentences

· Begin writing rough draft of the tech school essay.
