Guidelines for hand-in assignments

Written work —problem sets and short papers— gives you the opportunity to see whether you can apply what you have learned. For this reason you should do it on your own, though I shall, of course, be pleased to provide some guidance. All written work should be typewritten.

Written work should be concise. I am not primarily interested in numerical results as such, but in the way you obtained these results. In problem sets, show your work and briefly explain what you have done and why you have done it. The proper format for

papers: 

    Use a word-processor. 

     Import and insert any DATA DESK Plots or Tables that you have used to draw your conclusions. 

     Use standard A4-sized paper (no legal sized paper etc.). 

     Use 12 point courier, double-spaced, with wide (2.5cm) margins 

     Staple pages together (no paperclips etc.). 

     Keep a hard copy of your paper. 

     Make backups of your computer files. 

     No fancy covers. No separate title page. 

     The header should look like: 

Title [The title may simply be: Homework assignment #1 etc.]

 Policy for the use of Standard Edited Written English:

One of the tasks of education is to prepare you to function effectively in the world where readers generally expect you to produce Edited Standard Written English. Your ideas may be superb, but if the majority of your potential audience chooses not

to struggle through your language, the paper is a failure. Thus, in this class, you must use Edited Standard Written English. 

Here is the standard: On graded papers, in order to receive a passing grade you must have no more than an average of  3 departures from Edited Standard Written English per page.
