Part 1. Work some problems on the computer using DataDesk similar to Homework Assignments.

HOW TO PREPARE FOR THE TEST?

I. Do sample test with your group.

II. To do well on the computer part review the following skills:

(1)Find an appropriate display for your variable (hist, bar or pie chart, dotplot, boxplot) in DATA DESK.

(3)Be able to summarize your distribution numerically using an appropriate measure of center and spread in DATA DESK.

(4)Be able to describe the shape of the distribution, comment on what could be causing this shape and what are the extraordinary features if any?

(5) Be able to compare two or more groups of data using summaries and plots (hist, boxplot) using DATA DESK. 

(6) Be able to find z-scores and normal plots in DATA DESK.

(7) Other: create new variable, use knife and identifier tool, make table. 

III. For the second part of the test you have to make sure that you have understood and have a working knowledge of the concepts and skills presented in ACS 2-6. Review Pre-class assignment questions.

Make sure that you know everything that is listed under KEY CONCEPTS and SKILLS in your ActivStats Student Guide at the end of each Lesson. If you do not have the Student Guide accompanying the CD you could invest in one now, share it with someone or you could use the reviews given in the  book available in the math office but make sure  to skip those things in the book that are not presented on your CD.( Like conditional distribution)
