He is a writer, composer, animator, and “all-around techno-tinkerer.”  Prior to joining TCNJ's Interactive Multimedia Program, Ault taught in New York University's pioneering Interactive Telecommunications Program.  Some of the questions that interest him right now concern self-generating music, responsive artwork, interactive storytelling, and the narrative potential of mobile devices.  His past projects have appeared in the Sydney Bienalle, Maine International Film Festival, and New York MetroCAF.  His current projects include an multimedia history of the Great Lakes region and an accessible technology resource for Nokia.

Richard Blumberg (Special Education, Language, and Literacy) holds a doctorate in Special Education and Rehabilitation from the University of Oregon.  In addition to teacher preparation at The College of New Jersey, he conducts research in the areas of positive behavioral support, post-secondary transition for students with severe disabilities, and autism spectrum disorders.  He has grant management responsibilities, and he is co-editor of the NADD Bulletin, the publication of the National Association of Dual Diagnosis.  He also has worked as a child and family therapist.

Edward Corrado (Library) has moved down the road from Rider University, where he served as UNIX administrator/library systems manager, to join TCNJ as systems librarian. His research interests include using open source applications in libraries. He is a frequent presenter and has published on the operation and management of library computer labs. Having recently earned her doctorate at Baruch College, Zicklin School of Business, City University of New York, she was inducted into Beta Gamma Sigma Honor Society.  She is listed in various Who's Who publications (America, Finance, and Education) and provided investment advice to the Douglass College Alumnae Fund. Her forthcoming book is entitled Beyond Lift Every Voice and Sing: The Culture of Uplift, Identity, and Politics in Black Musical Theater.  Dr. Seniors has been an innovator in teaching African-American history, U.S. history, ethnic studies and issues in contemporary society, using film, art, theater, and literature.  

Shilpa Shanbhag (Library) was awarded a master’s in library and information science by Rutgers University in 2003, after previously earning a bachelor’s in physics from Bombay University.  She has served as Physical Sciences and Engineering Librarian at TCNJ since earning her graduate degree, and she now enters that position on a tenure-track basis. His extensive publications are in the area of practical applications of microwave plasmas.  As the Department of Technological Studies develops a new teacher preparation program for K-12 teachers in pre-engineering, Sullivan will work with members of the faculty to implement important changes to the existing NCATE nationally accredited teacher certification program.  Pre-engineering education will address a critical shortage of teachers with skills and knowledge about engineering and promises to provide general technological literacy for all students and to encourage more students to consider careers in engineering.  

James Stacey Taylor (Philosophy and Religion) specializes in ethics (especially applied ethics) and the theory of personal autonomy.  He earned an MA and an MLitt from St. Andrews University, Scotland, and an MA and a PhD from Bowling Green State University, OH.  He previously taught at St. Norbert College, WI, and at Louisiana State University.  In addition to writing several scholarly articles, he is the editor of Personal Autonomy: New Essays (Cambridge University Press, 2005) and the author of Stakes and Kidneys:  Why markets in human body parts are morally imperative (Ashgate Press, 2005). He currently is completing a monograph on the nature of personal autonomy and its role in applied ethics, and he is beginning a new research project on the ethical and metaphysical issues that surround the Epicurean account of death. 

Valerie Trollinger (Music) received her DMEd at Indiana University, minoring in bassoon performance and Instructional Systems Technology, with additional advanced work in Vocal Pedagogy.  In addition to her continuing performing career with orchestras in Pennsylvania and North Carolina, she taught public school for twelve years, specializing in string instrument education, choral and orchestral conducting, and general classroom music.  Prior to coming to TCNJ, she taught graduate courses in educational technology, music psychology, curriculum and learning, and acoustics  at the University of North Carolina at Greensboro and Case Western Reserve University.
