SEXUAL ASSAULT RESPONSE FLOW CHART 

If you report that you have been  
the victim of a sexual assault to 
Campus Police, you can expect  

the following: 

Your assault will be reported as a 
Forcible Sex Offense in the Public 
Crime Log.  This is mandated by 

the Clery Act.  Your assault will be 
reported as a statistic with no 

identifying information. 

A timely warning, in the form of a 
campus wide email, may be issued 
if your assault/assailant presents a 
danger to the campus community. 

The Forcible Sex Offense is marked 
for inclusion in the Annual Campus 
Security report which is published 
every October.  The offense will 
appear as a number. 

You will be advised of the legal 
responsibilities of Campus Police: 

1. An Investigations Report must be 
completed. 

2. This report must be sent to the 
Mercer County Prosecutor’s Office.

3. Options for post-assault assistance 
will be presented. (SART, 
WomanSpace, Hitops, etc.) 

You will be advised of options available: 
1. You may request that no parties 

outside of law enforcement are 
informed of the assault. 

2. You may request that no 
investigation occur. 

3. You may request that an 
investigation occur, but that no 
criminal charges be filed. 

4. You may request that criminal 
charges be filed. 

5. You may request post-assault 
assistance. 

6. You will be advised that evidence 
collected during S.A.R.T. exam 
will not be tested unless 
prosecution occurs. 

If you wish that only law 
enforcement is notified, an 

Investigations Report will be 
completed and filed.  A copy 
will be sent to Mercer County 

Prosecutor’s Office for 
review. 

If you request that no 
investigation occur, 

anonymous notifications will 
be made to the appropriate 

TCNJ administrators, but no 
further action will be taken.

If you request that an 
investigation occur but that no 

charges be filed, statements 
will be taken and questioning 

will take place, but no 
complaint will be completed, 

nor warrants issued. 

If you wish to file criminal 
charges, a complaint will be 
issued pending a successful 

investigation.

S.A.R.T may be activated at 
victim’s request.  

WomanSpace and HiTops 
may also be contacted if 

victim wishes. 

There is no statute of limitations on sexual 
assault, so you may choose to file charges 

at any time, but biological evidence is 
stored for 90 days. If you wish to activate 
the S.A.R.T., evidence will be collected.  

This evidence will be stored by the 
jurisdiction where your assault occurred.  
You will then have 90 days to proceed. 

If you choose to prosecute, Investigations 
Report with criminal charges will be 

forwarded to Mercer County Prosecutor’s 
Office for review. 

If Investigations Report with criminal 
charges is forwarded to MCPO for review, 
the Prosecutor will notify Campus Police if 

the case supports prosecution. 

If the case supports prosecution, you may 
choose to proceed with a trial.  The case 
will then go to court and will be heard 

before a judge. 

****You can stop the process at any 
time, and no steps will be taken 
without your express consent.
