Grant amounts awarded on the basis of 
need and college costs.

Current year minimum/maximum:

$976   - $5350

Federal grant awarded to undergraduate 
students with exceptional financial need.

Campus-based program ïawards vary from 
school to school.



New Jersey Tuition Aid Grant

State grant available to NJ residents who 
are full time undergraduates.

Grant amounts based on need, cost of 
attendance and available funding.

At TCNJ current year minimum/maximum:

$2374   - $8718



Educational Opportunity Fund

EOF

State grant program available to NJ students from 
educationally and economically disadvantaged

backgrounds.

Students must demonstrate financial need and a 
background of historical poverty.

At TCNJ current year awards:  $1150 (commuter) 
and $1400 (on campus).
