Background:  The Steering Committee has received a memo from Provost Carol Bresnahan regarding College policy governing the syllabus given out in each course at the start of the semester (See attached).  As the memo notes, this policy, adopted in 1986, pre-dated the academic transformation process when all courses needed to be newly approved, in part on the basis of additional information presented.  The provost indicates that certain of this additional information should also be included on each syllabus. 

Charge:  Steering charges the Committee on Academic Program to reexamine and update the existing College policy on Syllabi Requirements and consider the appropriateness of requiring additional elements, such as providing on each syllabus the information required as part of the transformation course approval process.

Timeline:  Steering requests that CAP complete this charge by the end of the spring 2009 semester.
