II. Dismissal policy

To maintain consistency in the Dismissal and Academic Standing document, CAP recommends changing “including” to “excluding” in the following paragraph under Good Academic Standing, “A student is in good academic standing if he or she achieves the minimum cumulative grade point average noted below for the total of his or her attempted credits (including credits transferred from other institutions and classes graded with W’s, P’s and NC’s.)

We believe this was an oversight by CAP when originally reviewed. 

III. Maximum number of majors

At present a student may complete a maximum of two majors. CAP recommends that the maximum be three majors.

IV. 7 Year Medical School Program Structure

A question was raised regarding initiation into the program, how departments can participate in the 7 Year Medical School program. 

CAP recommends that a process should be defined. 

Discussion will be continued. 

V. Program Closure

 Consideration of our jurisdiction—are we responsible for I. C only, with I. A and B under CPP’S jurisdiction, or are I and II under the purview of CAP?* 

Consensus that we should consider both I and II, but not III.
CAP will consider I and II carefully at the next meeting after review by all members. 

Recommendation:

Steering should decide who should approve the document on Program Closure, either CAP, CPP, or a joint committee. 

We recommend that CAP consider I A,B,C and II A,B.
