Presentation -Shawn Sivy – Identity and Access Management  - Shawn discussed our current method for creating accounts and granting access to our systems and a project that his area  is currently working on using Novell Identity Manager that would streamline the account creation and access granting process.  This system would also include a self-service password reset feature, would allow us to set policy for password creation and may later allow access based on an individual’s role at the College.

Lynn Braender - Mid-year academic computing advisor report – Lynn talked about the need for a system for campus-wide assessment;  exploring possibilities for bringing Internet2 presentations to campus, the exploration of a teaching and learning center on campus. · Tabitha asked that Lynn explore 1).  how Mac users can access pc applications available through SAL and 2). the lack of media classrooms and technology in Forcina.

· Orlando asked if IT does assessment.  Pat mentioned that she has recently been charged with developing an assessment plan for IT going into the future.

Lynn distributed a copy of the IT mini-grants acceptance criteria (attached) for review and discussion at the next meeting.


Jeff Kerswill requested advice on:

· how to handle requests to connect personal computers to the network .  The committee did not see this as an issue at this time.   Individuals can either use their laptops not connected to the internet or move information on some removable media to campus owned equipment.
· supporting  outdated research, startup or grant equipment  - Many agreed that IT should give support if possible, but that if replacement is needed, funds would come from another grant, dean’s allocation, etc.  This discussion will be continued in a future ITPC discussion.

This led to a discussion about the need to update computers that are attached to specialized equipment and the challenges that this has caused in the past.  Jim Bricker expressed interest in removing some of computer equipment in one of the Bio labs from the network and Orlando expressed interest in this as well.  IT has connected most computer equipment to the network to keep operating systems and virus definitions up to date, but we will continue this discussion either in a future ITPC meeting or with the schools making the request.
