Orlando Hernandez and Jim Bricker were very interested in discussing these topics but were unable to make the meeting.  We continued the discussions and decided as a group that these were good topics for a subcommittee for next year, so this will be discussed further at the first ITPC meeting for fall 2009.

We briefly discussed the portal.  Lynn and Tabitha felt that it would mainly be used by students.  They felt that in order for faculty to use this, they needed to be able to add an individual person’s favorite links to the main portal page.  We recommended that they give that same feedback via the portal beta feedback form.  Thomas Little will send the portal link to the SGA to get more feedback.

There was brief discussion about securing workstations when leaving your desk.  Pat talked briefly about the work of the data privacy group and will forward the information on setting up this security on the workstations to this group. 

Shawn gave an update on purchasing more bandwidth.

Tabitha recommended Lunch ‘n Learn workshops for some of the software programs that we deploy – e.g. Office 2007, zimbra, etc.  
We talked about the need to improve communication between IT and the chairs of each department and will add this to the agenda for next fall.
