Open discussion added as a regular agenda item.

First item: Reports from workgroups

Bandwidth management group—notes distributed

· determined the nature of their charge: to look at bandwidth demand, network performance vs. content, legal music services

· arrived at three major questions

1. purchase vs. management of bandwidth

2. filtering vs. blocking of content—IT already blocks some content (e.g. no external access to network, SPAM filtering)

3. legal music services

Discussion addressed the overarching question of whether faculty scholarship or the curriculum would be negatively affected. 

Tony Marchetti will take over for Dawn Willan as the convener of this group.

Academic computing group—notes distributed

Nadine suggests scrapping survey for emerging technologies and focusing instead on focus groups.

A mini-grant award will be developed (Lynn Braender and Felicia Steele to develop call) from unused funds in the administrative computing budget; will be open to faculty and IT staff. The program will require the active consultation of support specialists in each area. It will also require presentation of results at the showcase at Spring IT workshop.

Second item: Open Discussion

Committee discussed SPAM filtering issues and community email practices. Brad Coburn suggested a “community mail” system that was available to the campus at large.

Next meeting: first agenda topic to be IT policies.
