I. Announcement of Compliance 

It is hereby announced and recorded that the requirements of the Open Public Meeting Act 
as to proper notification of time and place of meeting have been satisfied. 
 
The Open Public Meetings Act, or Sunshine Law, requires that the Board notify the public 
of impending meetings, and that it conduct those meetings in public.  While the law does not 
require public participation in those meetings, the Board of Directors welcomes input from 
the college community and the general public. 
 
The announcement of meetings is published in the Times of Trenton and the Trentonian.  
The announcement states that individuals who wish a copy of the agenda may request same 
by calling (609) 771-3312.  The agenda is placed on the bulletin board on the second floor of 
Green Hall, opposite room 207, 48 hours prior to the meeting. 
 
The Board approved procedures to be observed by the Trenton State College Corporation 
Board of Directors in conducting its public meetings.  Requests to speak to agenda items are 
to be registered at least 24 hours in advance of the public meeting.  Requests to speak to 
other items relevant to the Boardõs powers and duties must be submitted in writing at least 
one week prior to the Board meeting and should specify in detail the nature of the topic and 
comments.  Forms to register shall be available in the office of the Trenton State College 
Corporation.

VI. Report of the Chair 
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Mr. Vales served as Chair for Dr. Leake who was not in attendance.  Mr. Vales reported that 
the Executive Committee met via conference call on Tuesday, May 1, 2007 to discuss the 
agenda for the May board meeting.   
 
In addition, Mr. Vales provided a report of the nominating committee.  The nominating 
committee recommended that Ms. Anne LaBate be forwarded to President Gitenstein for 
consideration and appointment to the TSCC Board by The College of New Jersey Board of 
Trustees.  

 
VII.  Report of the President 
 

Mr. Heuring reported on the corporation finances which are currently in good standing for 
FY07.  He provided an overview of the FY08 Budget Request and the impact of the sale of 
Country Club Apartments.   
 
A vacancy report was also provided to the board which included the housing of five new 
faculty members.  As of July 1, 2007, the TSCC anticipates five vacancies in the faculty/staff 
housing program.  The board agreed that the TSCC should send out an informative email 
introducing or reminding the campus community about the faculty/staff housing program.  
The TSCC agreed to work with Public Affairs to get a message out to the community. 
 
Mr. Heuring provided an update on the mock Campus Forum held with the Executive 
Committees of the Faculty and Staff Senates.  The SGA Executive Committee was also 
invited to attend, however no members were present.  Mr. Steven Link stated that the he did 
not believe the SGA received the invitation but would like to be included for all future 
sessions. Mr. Heuring reported that the constituents of both senates are mainly concerned 
with the faculty/staff housing program and the recent rental increase.  The TSCC agreed to 
include additional information in the presentation regarding the faculty/staff housing 
program and the rental rate increase.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF COUNTRY CLUB APARTMENTS 
208 SULLIVAN WAY 

 
WHEREAS: Article IX of the Trenton State College Corporation Bylaws states that the 

Board of Directors shall be entitled to hold and maintain the assets of the 
Corporation as it deems appropriate and under guidance from the Public 
College Auxiliary Organization Act.  The Board of Directors is therefore 
responsible for authorizing the sale of property owned by the TSC 
Corporation; and 

 

WHEREAS: Since 1999, the TSCC has rented the Country Club Apartments facility, 
consisting of 65 bed spaces, to The College of New Jersey for use as student 
housing. The College of New Jersey is currently evaluating the need to rent 
the Country Club Apartments; and 

 
WHEREAS: Should The College of New Jersey no longer require to rent Country Club 

Apartments for student housing, the TSCC will be unable to rent the facility 
directly to students or to utilize it within another program area; and 

 
THEREFORE BE 
IT RESOLVED: That the Board of Directors hereby authorizes the President and the 

Operations Manager of The Trenton State College Corporation to sell the 
Country Club Apartments should The College of New Jersey decline to rent 
the facility. 

 
BE IT FURTHER 
RESOLVED: That the President and the Operations Manager will consult with the 

Executive Committee throughout the sale process and will seek authorization 
from the committee regarding a listing price and a final sale price.
