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Linking to Library Resources 
Persistent Links to Fulltext Articles from TCNJ Library Databases
Several of our full-text providers have developed methods through which articles can be assigned a permanent address, which will work at any time, from any computer. This URL can easily be incorporated into a webpage or even sent in an e-mail. 

Because there are license and copyright law restrictions governing the use of subscription databases, persistent links can only be used where authentication is available. If you want to place links to journal articles from library databases on SOCS, or on class web site, you have to add the authentication section to the URL according to the instructions below. 

In general, to add the authentication section to a URL, attach the following prefix:
http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url= 


[If a webpage is created using persistent links but the proxy server prefix is not used, those attempting to access the database will either be denied access or asked for a password, which is nonexistent.]
ACM DIGITAL LIBRARY 
In the ACM Digital Library, you can link to a particular record. From that page, your students can click on the PDF link to see the article full text. To create these persistent links, follow these steps: 
Step 1.  Go to the Library homepage. 
Step 2.  Click on “Find Articles and More,” then select “Browse Databases by Name A-Z.”

Step 3.  Click on the name of the database: ACM Digital Library. 

Step 4.  Find the article of interest. Then click on the article title link. 
Step 5.  The citation page displays DOI Bookmark information. You can copy the link and paste it into your web page editor. You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

EBSCO databases (Academic Search Premier, PsycArticles, Communication and Mass Media Complete)
Step 1.  Go to the Library homepage.

Step 2.  Click on “Find Articles and More,” then select “Browse Databases by Name A-Z.”

Step 3.  Click on the name of the database (i.e. Academic Search Premier).

Step 4.  Find the article of interest. Then click on the article title to retrieve the complete record.

Step 5.  Scroll down to find the Persistent link to this record.
Step 6.  Copy the URL and paste it into your web page. You must then add the following to the beginning of the URL to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

Step 5.  After retrieving the complete record, click on the Save button

Step 6.  The Save Manager page has two tabs labeled "Articles" and "Bibliographic Manager;" click on the “Articles” tab. 

Step 7.  Select "HTML Links to Articles" and click on the Save button.

Step 8.  Another window appears. Find the words "Cut and Paste" under the horizontal line. Then, using the mouse, highlight starting at "< A HREF=” all the way to, and including "< /A>."  You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

Step 3.  Click on the name of the database:  JSTOR. 

Step 4.  Find the article of interest. 

Step 5.  The search results page displays the STABLE URL for each article below the citation. You can copy the link and paste it into your web page editor. You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

Step 2.  Click on “Find Articles and More,” then select “Browse Databases by Name A-Z.”

Step 3.  Click on the name of the database:  Project Muse. 

Step 4.  Find the article of interest. Then click on the article title link. 

Step 5.  The search results page displays the persistent URLs for each article at the bottom of the results page under the Notes. You can copy the link and paste it into your web page editor. You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

Step 1.  Go to the Library homepage. 

Step 2.  Click on “Find Articles and More,” then select “Browse Databases by Name A-Z.”

Step 3.  Click on the name of the database (i.e. ABI/INFORM).

Step 4.  Find the article(s) of interest.  Mark any articles to which you would like to create a by checking the box to the left of the citation.

Step 5.   At the top of the screen, select the [image: image1.png]‘Marked List



 button. Then choose the My Research Summary tab from the middle of the page. You will now see your articles with the HTML durable links listed below the titles. 

Step 6. Copy and paste the URL(s) to your Web page. You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=

Step 5.  Find the "doi:" line in blue below the article title. Right Click on that number and choose "Copy Shortcut" You must then add the following to the beginning of the link to send the student through our authentication process: http://ezproxy.tcnj.edu:2048/login?url=
