Coding Summary:  insert the information in the “Code Critique” questions 1 – 8 with nice subheadings.  Respond to the critique as necessary. (Questions 9 & 10 information are included below.
Evaluation:  summarize whether the project does everything you want it to do.  Describe known bugs.

Enhancements: what are the next steps for this project, what could you add for an enhanced version.
