One paragraph each with headings describe:

1. What the overall objective of the group(s) was.

2. Whether you think the milestone was well met, and how the deliverables might be modified in the next iteration to improve the product.

3. Your role in completing this version.  What did you do, what were your primary responsibilities, what assets, procedures, support materials did you write.

4. Explain whether you met your objective, both describing what you managed to accomplish and what you were unable to complete.  Explain both why you met your objectives and what prevented you from meeting your objectives.  Were your objectives realistic?

5. Summarize whose work you were dependent upon.  Were you able to deliver to them?  Explain how you were or were not able to do that.

6. Summarize who was dependent upon your work.  Were they able to deliver? Explain.

7. Articulate how you think the process worked well and how it could have been improved.
